Competencies
Background -Written evidence in portfolio/CBD/observed teaching.

The trainee should

1. Understand the pathophysiology of chronic respiratory failure in children.

2. Know the developmental changes in respiratory physiology and how these impact on vulnerability to chronic respiratory failure during childhood.

3. Understand the methods used in the diagnosis and monitoring of ventilation in children,and their limitations.

4. Understand the principles and working of the commonly used ventilatory modalities including CPAP, BiPAP, and pressure and volume support

5. Know about the interfaces used in non-invasive ventilation in children

6. Understand the place of long term oxygen therapy in children with chronic respiratory failure Clinical skills

The trainee should have:

1. Sound knowledge and practical experience of the diagnosis, assessment and management of children with chronic respiratory failure including specifically children with neuromuscular disorders, ventilatory control disorders, severe chronic lung disease, severe obstructive sleep apnoea and/or craniofacial anomalies unresponsive to adenotonsillectomy CBD/reflective notes
2. Practical experience of long-term ventilatory support in children including the choice and set up of equipment, discharge planning, and follow-up and troubleshooting DOP/CBD
3. Practical experience in the prescription, initiation, and supervision of children who require home oxygen therapy. See Module C4
4. Knowledge of principles and practice of tracheostomy care in children  DOP/CBD
Experience: The trainee should complete 3 detailed case histories of children which the trainee has been involved in:

1. The care of a child who is diagnosed as having chronic respiratory failure and is started on long term ventilation

2. A clinical problem in a child on long term ventilation

3. A child who requires to be established on long term oxygen therapy
